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Attendance
At the UTC, we expect students to be in every day, ready for a 9:00 start, and aim for excellent attendance. We know that regular attendance is key to maximising the incredible opportunities available here from Year 10 to Year 13.
Our recent Year 11 mock exams highlighted a clear link between attendance and outcomes. Students with 95% or higher attendance were three times more likely to achieve a Grade 4 or above in both English and Maths compared to those with lower attendance.
We value the partnership with parents and carers in supporting your child's future career, and this starts with consistent attendance. We understand that challenges may arise, such as mental health concerns. We are committed to helping families overcome these through pastoral care, counselling, and referrals to external support services. We encourage students to attend while receiving the support they need.
Term-time holidays are not permitted, and we will challenge any unauthorised absences. Our attendance team monitors attendance daily, and we will only authorise absences that are unavoidable. We celebrate and reward students who achieve excellent attendance or significant improvement through special events, prizes, and reward trips.
By working together, we can ensure your child has the best possible chance to succeed at the UTC.
